Here are some comments.  Most are just typo things, but I do have a couple of things to say that might be more important that that.

page 2:  last bullet there isn't a n or a . at the end of information

page 11:  2nd paragraph under getting started there is an extra 'and' in front of wildlife on the 6th line.

page 16:  2nd paragraph 2nd line I don't think there is supposed to be a , after 'owners'

page 17:  6th bullet seems to me like it should be riparian AREAS and wetlands

page 19:  end of forest stewardship plan or conservation activity the word 'a' is missing between develop and simpler.   Also there is not a : after tree farm management plan or conservation easements but is one for forest stewardship plan or conservation activity plan.  I would think they should all either have one or not.

page 37:  2nd full paragraph 5th word should be 'in' not 'is'.

page 38:  Identifying wetlands 2nd sentence.  This is worded as though the definition of hydrology is the presence of water at or near the soil surface which is isn't.  This should be reworded to say something such as the hydrology of wetlands allows for the presence of water at or near the soil surface.

page 48:  Just the chart is all weird without the numbers in the notes smaller and above the rest of the words.  It took me a second to figure out what the numbers meant.  I know it's not formatted yet but thought I would mention it anyway.

page 69:  This whole section has the lines dividing the topics and no other ones do.  

page 73:  first bullet as the natural heritage phone number.  I find when there are phone numbers in publications a lot of times they are outdated.  Especially with an extension.  Should this just be a link to their website like all other contact suggestions are in this publication?

page 78:  The entire section has great information but after reading it I felt like it was saying don't do anything in and around vernal pools which from the discussion at the staff meeting I realize that's not what the purpose was.  But I figured I would just mention that I see how people would be wary of so much specific detail around wet areas.

page 204:  last bullet under advice for the logger.  remove the n from the end of 'sweep'.
