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Comments on Water Quality Section of Water Resources Chapter

Aquifers, wells, municipal water supply and public water supply reservoirs may be impacted by timber harvesting. These resources may be beyond your property boundary and are vulnerable if downstream. Contact the local water supply company or municipal water supply representative if you suspect your operation may impact the water supply. You can search for public water systems in specific towns and obtain contact information using DES’ OneStop website.  See http://www2.des.state.nh.us/OneStop/Public_Water_Systems_Query.aspx.  
GIS data layers showing the location of most  stratified drift aquifers, is available at UNH GRANIT’s website.  Public water supply wellhead protection zones and public water supplies well points and surface water intakes are available from DES.  Visit DES’ OneStop GIS website or contact 271-0688 for water supply related information. 
Exercise care when working with fuels, oils, hydraulic fluid, and similar materials. Fill and maintain equipment well away from open water or wetlands. Park equipment and place fuel/oil tanks on impervious areas (e.g. asphalt, concrete) or portable containment equipment (e.g. spill pallets) where they won't leak into water.  Handling fuel, oil or other “regulated substances” in quantities over five gallons must follow state requirements under the Best Management Practices for Groundwater Protection, Env-Wq 401.
